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1. Introduction and overview

This report has been prepared by Tibbalds Planning and
Urban Design to summarise the second of a series of
engagement events on the Lennox Estate. The estate

is located in the Roehampton Ward of London Borough
of Wandsworth and in close proximity to the Borough
boundary with Richmond to the north and west.

The Lennox Estate has been identified as a potential
location for new housing alongside improved open
spaces, play spaces and community facilities as part of
the Homes for Wandsworth programme. The project is

in the early stages of development with no fixed location,
scale, massing or required number of units established at
this stage.

Demolition of existing homes is not being explored as part
of this project and a set of guiding principles have been
established to help inform design development which are
that development on the Lennox Estate should contribute
to:

e Creating healthy and happy communities

e Connecting the estate and surrounding
neighbourhoods

e Promoting a safe and secure environment
e Making the most of amenity space and local facilities

¢ Improving biodiversity and access to nature

Purpose of the engagement process

A bespoke set of engagement activities have been put
together to gather the views of residents and involve them
in the development of proposals for the estate. The main
intention is to ensure that residents of the estate have an
opportunity to feed into design development from the
outset and that they remain informed about the plans as
the project progresses.

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2. Engagement event 2

The second in-person engagement event was held at the
Paddock Upper School which is located adjacent to the
Lennox Estate at its eastern edge. The event was held on
Tuesday 20th Febuary 2024 between 4:30pm and 8pm.
Flyers were distributed to residents on the estate two
weeks beforehand and sent via Royal Mail. A second set
of invites were issued to include contact details for the
housing team for residents that had queries before the
event.

The event was well attended with 65 people formally
signing in, and a total of approximately 100 people
attending the event overall. Of the people who signed in,
nearly all of the attendees currently lived on the estate,
with a few external visitors.

Exhibition boards were presented (see Appendix 1) which

provided the following information:
® A welcome and introduction to the project.

m Where we are now - which set out the feedback from
the last engagement event.

m Buildings - which set out the emerging building
arrangement.

m Getting About — which set out information about
emerging movement strategy through and around the
estate.

m Open Space — which set out information about the
emerging open space strategy on the estate.

m Character of the open space - which set out the
emerging landscape plan.

m Wider improvements to the estate- key opportunities
to improve the wider estate.

With each board there were questions on the topic to
collect comments and feedback. Over 113 individual
comments were made across the boards.

In addition to the boards and feedback sheets members
of the project and client team were in attendance and to
assist with answering any specific questions.

In parallel to the in-person event, an online engagement
website was made available. The website hosted the
same boards and prompting questions as the in-person
exhibition boards The website went live on the day after
the exhibition and the online survey was available for

residents to complete for 2 weeks. There were 14 survey
responses received

The comments from the online website have been
summarised in Appendix 2 and reflected in the key
findings. Demographic information was not recorded of
in-person visitors but a summary of this information for
online participants is included at Appendix 3.

Key findings
The key findings from the in-person and online
engagement undertaken in February 2024 are as follows:

The Existing estate

There was a significant amount of feedback

talking about the maintenance of the estate. This is
negatively impacting people’s perception of the new
development as they feel that the maintenance issues
will only worsen with additional homes / residents.
These are issues of fly tipping, noise, upkeep of open
spaces and dog mess. Online feedback expressed a
lack of trust in the council to deal with these concerns
effectively.

A number of residents spoke about anti-social
behaviour being an issue on the estate, with concern
about new buildings and residents contributing to this
issue.

Disappointment was expressed about current plans
not including access to Beverley Brook:One quote
was “Terrible missed opportunity to open up access
to Beverley Brook in the current plans.” This sentiment
was present in the in person and online feedback.

Buildings and design

There is a desire to see a mixture of homes in the new

buildings, ranging in size and between 2-4 bed homes.

It was clearly expressed in the comments that this is
estate is heavily used by families and the new types of
units should reflect this.

Affordability of homes is something that was
mentioned as an aspect of their homes that people
value and should be considered in the new design.

Energy efficiency and sustainability such as electric
car charging points, recycling bins ect are things that
residents would like to see implemented.

There were multiple comments around the height

of the new blocks and many expressed concern
about the height of the tower block. There were
some comments that anything over 4-5 floors would
overwhelm the estate. People were worried about
how a tall building would affect safety, visibly and
overwhelm the estate with the influx of people.

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B There is a desire for the design of new buildings to

reflect the existing in appearance. “Keep colour of
brick works near enough to rest of estate”.

Online feedback expressed a stronger concern about
the height of the new buildings and that the proposal is
insensitive to the existing environment. “I do not believe
an 18 story block (>50% taller than those already on
the site) is warranted, in the character of the area or
reasonable when it’s the case that the surrounding
areas are primarily 2 to 4 story buildings.”

Movement and connectivity

m Thereis a consensus that the estate is used a lot by

families and any changes around movement and
connectivity should reflect this. One resident said,
“Bicycles are great, but this is an estate full of families
which cannot all get on a bike!”

There is concern that movement around the estate
will become unsafe if routes are not overlooked. They
worry that removing open space would impact safety
of residents.

There were a number of comments and discussions
around parking, with some differing opinions. A large
number were concerned about where the additional
residents will park as parking in the evenings and
overnight is already limited. “The problem is the extra
200 people who need to park at night”. Although
some residents felt that the need for permits was
unnecessary since there are always available spaces.
“Are there really issues around parking on the estate to
justify requiring permits? It seems there is always free
spaces somewhere”,

There was a lot of interest in the proposal for the
introduction of a residents permit scheme, with
residents keen to hear how this would work and
coming with concerns about costs.

There is some concern about what the impact of using
Ludovick Walk as a one-way vehicular movement
route, especially on parents doing the school run.
“New road is a nightmare for drop off kids, no parking,
one way street, difficult for all of us!!”

Residents have expressed a desire to see more
integrated and better designed parking. “Improved

is a good thing”.

m Online feedback echoed the same sentiment on
movement and connectivity, raising further concerns
about traffic and parking.

m Safety

- Spaces allow other areas on the estate to be easily
overlooked and therefore make the whole estate
feel safer. There was concern expressed about

Open space the impact removing these open spaces would

have on safety and anti-social behaviour. “Area is

safe because it is open plan. If closed will increase

(sense of) danger...”

m Similarly to the previous consultation, there was a
strong response stating the importance of open green
space to the residents. Residents linked the central
green to play, socialisation, safety, and health. m Health

m Play - Concern was expressed around how removal of
open green space could negatively affect people’s
physical and mental health and it felt contradictory
to wider government sentiment around trying to
improve this. “GPs & healthcare are prescribing
green space...”

- Many residents expressed how well used and the
MUGA is in the community, with it being a flexible
space used for different sports and games. They
expressed how crucial a space it was to them
during covid, stating “Sports Pen - currently
exercise, football, multi-sports, scootering. Vital - Residents were pleased to see the effort being put
during lockdown.” into retaining open space where possible. “Pleased

- They worry that the MUGA will not be as well used most of the green is retained”.

or will be neglected if it is moved to a location
that does not have an adequate level of natural
surveillance.

- There was a desire to see more innovative types of
play introduced in the space and curiosity around
what play space for girls would look like.

- It was important to residents that play spaces are in
areas with seating. “Benches for older residents to
sit. Places for children to play”.

- There is a desire for the local youth group to be
more involved in the specific design of play space.
“Youth group to be involved in the design of the play
space and open space”.

- Online feedback also emphasised how important
the current play space is to the community and how
well the current play space functions. Residents
who did not use these spaces also commented on
how well used, inviting and safe they seamed.

m Social

- Residents stated that the current open green
spaces act as a space for people to relax and
socialise.

We have undertaken several parking surveys to understand how
people currently park on the estate.

Results from the surveys indicate that it is likely that some people
parking on the estate are not residents (such as people parking to use
Barnes Station).

To better manage parking, and to help combat anti-social parking, it is
proposed to use a Parking Regulation Scheme (PRS) across the whole
of the Lennox Estate. This will be a free residents’ parking scheme, not
a Controlled Parking Zone (CPZ).

The scheme would mean that only residents who live on the estate
would be able to park here. Existing residents should find it easier to
park on the estate in the long-term.

All existing estate residents would receive a permit to park their
vehicles at no cost, and visitor permits would also be available. This
would include residents who transfer to any new homes from the
existing estate, who would
be able to retain a PRS
permit. All future occupiers
of the new development
would not be able to apply
for a parking permit on the
Lennox Estate.

The proposed development will be car-free. This
means that new residents would not be able to apply
for a parking permit to park within the estate. The
exception to this is the provision of disabled parking
spaces for new residents, and the re-provision of
existing parking spaces.

It is intended to provide one new car club space. This
is a shared car that will be owned and operated by

a provider, available for estate residents to use. It is
intended to reduce demand for parking.

The few new parking spaces will be designed to blend
into the landscape design.

New parking could be provided where the waste
management depot currently exists. Discussions
between the Council and the operators are currently
[ ongoing to find an appropriate solution for the future

of the depot.
